System overview

The web browser connects to the web server using Windows authentication, or with

the web server guest account. The web server accesses the database with login info r-
mation in the Default.udl file. This can be specified with Windows authentication or

with SQL lo gins.

For e xample, a Windo ws user group (ProjectCompanion_Users) can be validated by
the web server and be granted automatic access to the database with Windows login.

Altern atively the web server can be logged in with a specific SQL login.
Back - office tools are installed on selected clients and can be set up either with Wi n-
dows login to the database or with SQL logins. Login information is stored in D e-
fault.udl on the client. To get access to the database from client computers it may be
required to open port 1433 (SQL Server) int he fir ewall.

Note that you will need the Management Studio express tools  when you roll out the
system. It will work on the server using the Administrator account directly after insta -
lation, but to roll it out you need to create a login to the database, either using Wi n-
dows authentication, or a specific SQL login. This will then be used by the Default .udl
file to let users connect to the ProjectCo m panion database.

To complete the installation, download EnterpriseReports.zip , unzip it and run the
installer on the server. This will install the Enterprise Bus iness Reports tool.

You will now have a complete installation on the server. In the test phase you can log
into the server through Windows Remote Desktop to try the functions.

To complete the rollout you need to grant access to the system and roll out cli ent tools
as described in the next section.

Toinstall the Enterprise back -office on client computers, log in to the computer where
you want to install the tools and log in to the ProjectCompanion web tool.

Use the Enterprise back  -office link  in the Proj ectCompanion web tool header to
download back -office i nstallation files, or visit the Enterprise back -office section of  the
ProjectCompanion web site.

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As in the case with the web tool, rolling out Enterprise back - office requires that we
extend permissions  to the users.

Enterprise roll-out

When you have installed the system on the server and tested the web tool and ente r-
prise back -office itis time to prepare for enterprise roll -out.
We need to:

1) give users access to the system ,and

2) provide accessto Enterprise back -office tools

Roll out ProjectCompanion web tool

The installer sets up the web tool with Integrated Windows authentication . That

is, each user that wants to use ProjectCompanion web tool needs to have a Windows

account that has permissions to access files on the web server. When you run the sy s-
tem from the server you automatically have access.

We have two options  to set up the system logins and thereby expand the group of sy s-
tem users:

1. Guest/ SQL login. Use the Internet Guest account on the web server and log
in to the database with an SQL Server login using information in Default.udl on
the server

2. Integrated Windows authentication. Use Integrated Windows authentic a-
tion and allow Windows users access to the ProjectCompanion database

Alterna tive 1 is easier to set up and is recommended for test roll -out but alternative 2
is recommended from a security perspective and for production servers . Alternative 2
also makes it possible to link ProjectCompanion user accounts to Windows a ccounts,

thereb y eliminating the need to remember a separate ProjectCompanion login.

Note: Y ou will needtouse a SQL login if the database server is on a separate physical
machine from the w eb server, but you can still use Integrated Windows authentication
to access th e web system and automatically log users into ProjectCompanion.

In this documentation we start with the simple alternative (1) . You can always switch
to the second alternative later when you start full scale system operations (see Alter-
native 2 i Integrated Windows authentication on page 17).
